The 
Marlborough College Charitable 

Foundation has been setting up 

procedures to enable school 
groups to apply for funding to 

promote excellence in the school. 

The Old Boysõ Association and the 

PTA continue to support the 

school. Plans for the development 

of the area below the seating on 

earned the right to be granted 

independent study leave. Students
